he Anne Frank Story is atravdling exhibit focusing on

Anne Frank and World Wer 1. 1t is presented and cir-
culaed by The Anne Frank Center USAiin New York, anot-
for-profit educationa organization conitted to preserving
the legacy of Anne Frank. It is dedicated to educating people
about the causes, instruments and dangers of discriminaion
and vialence through the powerful story of Anne Frank and
the second World War.

The exhibit eqilores the life of Anne Frank from her birthin
1929, through her degth in the Bergent Bd'sen concentration
campin 1945. Brents that led to the Franks' flight from
Germany to The Netherlands in 1933, as wall as the growth
of Ne@smin Garmany, the invasion of The Netherlands, and
life under Ned rule are discussed. Pandls in the exhibit are
dedicated to Anness life in the “Secret Annex,” the hdpers,
and the family's eventud betraya and deportation to Ned
concentration camps.

Photos from the Franks' family dbum are combined with the
historicd imeges fromthe period to illustrate whet life wes
like for the family and millions of ather Jens in Ned-occu-
pied Europe during thewer. The exhibit adso indudes entries
from Annés diary, in which she describes her lifein hiding
and her impressions of the events taking place autside the
Sacret Annex.

June 12, 1942, wes Anne's thirteenth birthday. One of the
gifts she recaived wes a simdll, red and white plad diary. A

aymond G Boland retired from his position as

Seoretary of the Department of Viterans Affairs on
Qrtober 3, dter serving aterm of twelve years. With the
support and encouragement of Secretary Boland, the
\terans Museum opened in its present site cregted atape
tour narrated by Stephen Ambrose and Gregory Pedk;
devdoped avaiety of first rate public programs and spedid
events; mounted numerous temporary and changing
ehibits; eqpanded to the second and third floors—estab-
lishing an Education Center with distance learning cgpabili-
ties as well as a state of the art Research Center; and
instaled seven two-story high calorful banners on the exte-
rior of the building. Gallections of artifacts, photographs,
ord history tapes, and archiva meterids grew dramaticaly.
Four netiond and three state anerds were recaived. In addi-
tion, the museum now operates the Wisconsin Netiond
Quard Museum a Camp Douglas as a hon-autonomous
siteand is deveoping new exhibits there. Cviously, the
\eterans Museum has experienced a period of substantia
growth over the pest twelve years.

As anew administration for the Departrment of Veterans
Affairs takes the hdm, the museum, like the contralling
agency, finds itsdf & acrossroads. The desireto inprove
and exquand will be tempered by constraints, particularly in
the budgetary area. Qut backs may continue to merk our fis-
cd landscape: The museum must adopt itsdlf to the circum-
stances by meking greeter efforts at fund raising and scal-
ing back where necessary. Additiond doses of energy, flexi-

hility, and enterprise will surdy be among the ingredients
nesded to achieve positive results.

The \eterans Museumis continuing to provide qudity
exhibits, senvices, and educationd programs to the public.
The museum intends to remain engaged in civic afairs as
an adtive participant in the state and locd conmunity. The
mission to acknowledge, commenorate, and dfirmthe role
of veterans in Americals military history provides focus for
our future as well as our pest.
